



MINUTES OF SILVERDALE PORT SPECIAL MEETING ON 2/24/2017
A Special Meeting of the Silverdale Port Commission was called to tour the Keyport sewer and stormwater upgrades.  At 12:05 PM Commissioner Aus, Commissioner Scholfield, Port Administrator Theresa Haaland rode with Port Attorney Phil Best to have lunch at Trendy’s Pizzeria in Keyport prior to the tour.  Commissioner Greaves arrived at the pizzeria at 12:30 PM. 

Insurance on the 3473 NW Byron Street/Old Town Pub property was discussed.  The Port’s insurance company, Enduris, required a Property Information Form to be completed.  The form included structure replacement costs.  According to Enduris commercial building replacement is estimated at $145 per square foot.  The Pub is approximately 5,000 square feet.  That would total $725,000 and would increase the Port’s insurance premium approximately $1,600 annually.  The Port can place an “as stated” value.  The Commissioners agreed to place an as stated value in the amount of $200,000 for the structure, which will cost approximately $400 annually.
Commissioner Scholfield reported that the heat pump at 3255 NW Lowell Street/Catie’s Creations has not been working for over a month.  The emergency heat has been used, which is sure to increase the tenant’s electrical bill.  An estimate from Peninsula Tank Services to replace the heat pump came in at a little over $14,000.  Phil will use the estimate to prepare an Invitation for Quotations from contractors listed on the Small Works Roster.

Phil reported that he sent the Limited Public Works Contract to replace the garage door at 9004 Washington to David Raines of LDR Construction for signature.  The contract originally required the work to be completed within 20 days, but Mr. Raines asked that it be extended because it will take up to five weeks to receive the special ordered garage door.  Phil changed the completion date to 60 days.  

Theresa reported that tenants from the 3215 NW Lowell Street property have reported an ant invasion.  This has been an ongoing problem.  It is believed that a pesticide company would need to access the inner walls of the building to spray the pesticide, which would require a fair amount of repair.  It was decided to continue to combat the pests with spray and traps.  

Phil told about local resident, Tom Dreyer, stopping in at the Port office this week and reporting a concern he has with reckless driving within the Old Town area, but primarily at the Port’s boat launch parking area.  Mr. Dreyer said that this has been an issue in the past, but is getting worse.  It seems to mainly be a certain group of individuals/vehicles.  They use the entire Old Town area as a raceway and the boat launch parking area as the finish line/starting point celebrated with donuts and burnouts.  Besides the intrusion of peace from the noise, Mr. Dreyer’s main concern is that someone is going to get hurt.  He has placed several calls to 9-1-1.  At one point a Sheriff Deputy told him that it is considered private property which ties the Sheriff’s hands a bit.   Mr. Dreyer was invited to attend the March Port meeting for further discussion.  The Commissioners agree that any reckless drivers on Port property will be trespassed.

At 1:30PM Phil, Theresa and the Commissioners left Trendy’s Pizzeria and headed down to the Keyport boat launch. 

At 1:45PM Port of Keyport Commissioner Gene Warden arrived at the boat launch.

At 2:00PM Kitsap County Director of Public Works, Andy Nelson; Senior Program Manager Kitsap County Public Works – Sewer Utility Division, Stella Vakarcs; and Kitsap County Construction Manager, Floyd Bayless met with the others to answer questions and tour Keyport Central Park and the Keyport pump station.
During the tour, Phil asked Mr. Nelson and Ms. Vakarcs if they would be willing to tour the current Silverdale pump station with the Port Commissioners.  Mr. Nelson agreed that would be a good idea.  Phil and Stella will further communicate to determine the details of that meeting.

At 3:10PM the meeting adjourned.
